Description of the Creative Commons:

1.
Authorization to the public

· An open authorization agreement to the public.

· Everyone can use the materials freely if they comply with the requirements established by the copyright owner without worrying about the violation of the laws.
· It is unnecessary for users to obtain the authorization of the respective copyright owner unless the materials are to be used for purposes beyond the authorization.

Some Rights Reserved instead of All Rights Reserved

· The copyright owner sets the authorization requirements and reserves the part of the right that he/she actually needs (e.g. commercial use) while releasing the rest of the rights to the public.
